BLUE CARD
WHO WILL NEED A BLUE CARD?
Everyone over the age of 18 will require a volunteer blue card to be able to become a homestay host.
WHAT YOU WILL NEED TO OBTAIN A BLUE CARD

You will need a Customer Reference number (CRN) from the Queensland Department of Transport (TMR) to
verify your identity before you can apply for the blue card. You can find this on any TMR product. The
easiest being your driver’s license.

If you don’t have a CRN or your photo has expired you will need to visit a TMR site to obtain one. There is no
fee to get a CRN or have your photo updated.

APPLY ONLINE

1. Ensure you have your CRN ready to reference and access to your phone/email.
Register for an online account at https://my.bluecard.qgld.gov.au/login

3. Provide your blue card services account number to Innisfail State College by emailing
isc_studytours@innisfailsc.eq.edu.au Innisfail State College will then link you to their organisation as
a volunteer.

4. Blue card services will advise you that you have been linked to the organisation as a volunteer and
you can then apply for your blue card using the online applicant portal.

There is no fee for a Volunteer blue card
